Section A - Reading Read and understand texts, selecting material to purpose, collating 
from different sources and making comparisons and cross references as appropriate.  
Explain and evaluate how writers use linguistic, grammatical, structural and presentational 
features to achieve effects and engage and influence the reader, supporting your 
comments with detailed textual references. 

 
Section B - Writing Communicate clearly, effectively and imaginatively, using forms and 
selecting vocabulary appropriate to task and purpose, in ways which engage the reader. 
Organise information and ideas into structures and sequenced sentences, paragraphs and 
whole texts, using a variety of linguistic and structural features to support cohesion and 
overall coherence. 
Use a range of sentences structures for clarity, purpose and effect, with accurate 
punctuation and spelling.
